Discussion:

Assembly Member Audra Strickland has introduced ACR 116, to name Route 101 in
eastern Camarillo in honor of Adolfo Camarillo. The resolution stipulates that funding
for signs indicating this special designation is to come from non-state sources. The
Camarillo Ranch Foundation will lead the efforts to raise the necessary funds.

Adolfo Camarillo was the owner of Rancho Calleguas from 1880 to 1958, now known as
Camarillo Ranch House, in the eastern portion of the City of Camarillo. Mr. Camarillo
was influential in the development of Camarillo, and donated land for the construction of
the new Conejo Grade on Route 101 in 1937. Adolfo Camarillo provided leadership for
all of Ventura County and played a major role in the formation of the City of Camarillo.

Dear Chairman Nava;

On behalf of the Ventura County Board of Supervisors | am writing to express our
support of Assembly Concurrent Resolution (ACR) No. 116 which, if adopted, would
designate Route 101 from the top of Conejo Grade, at the eastern edge of the City of
Camarillo, to Lewis Road in Camairillo as the “Adolfo Camarillo Memorial Highway”.

Adolfo Camarillo, an early pioneer of Ventura County, has been know for the past 100

years as one of the largest and most successful ranchers in the area that became the
City of Camarillo.

Adolfo Camarillo’s list of accomplishments include serving on the Ventura County Board
of Supervisors from 1907 to 1915; he was a member of the Pleasant Valley School
District Board of Trustees for 56 years, serving as presiding officer for a total of 23
years. Adolfo Camarillo was a leader in a number of organizations in Camarillo and
California, including the Ventura County Fair Board, the Camarillo Chamber of
Commerce, Los Rancheros Visitadores, and the California Lima Bean Growers
Association, and was a director of the State Fair Board and the Bank of A. Levy.

In 1898 Adolfo Camarillo donated property for the Southern Pacific Railroad to be
constructed through his ranch and the station became know as “Camarillo”, and the
town site for Camarillo was laid out that same year. Adolfo Camarilio also gave back to

the community by donating 50 acres of land for the first high school in Camarillo, which
is named after him.
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
